Coordinator’s Script –Paper-and-Pencil Version

BEFORE THE SESSION

1. Coordinator  fills out “check-in sheet”[SPISOK] for the session, with each respondent’s name/patronymic, day/month/year of birth, address and gender.

2. Coordinator prepares consent forms.

CHECK-IN

1. Check-in.  Coordinator will verify each person’s first name, address, and date of birth as the person enters.  Coordinator will record the respondent’s ID number on the check-in form [SPISOK].  Only people whose names appear on the check sheet are allowed to participate in the study.  

2. Coordinator will give each respondent a consent form to read.  [FORM SOG]  The respondent may then choose to leave, indicating lack of consent. Respondents who leave receive the minimum “show-up fee.”   Respondents who stay have consented to participate by agreeing to stay.   

3. Coordinator hands each respondent who has agreed to stay an ID number printed on an index card. 

INTRODUCTION.

Welcome.  Thank you for coming today.  My name is ***.  As you know you will receive a payment today for your participation.  You also have the opportunity to receive additional money based on the tasks involved in today’s activity.

Before we begin there are several rules we would like you to keep in mind:

1. First, you should not talk with one another or look at anyone else’s work. 

2. Second, please listen to all instructions that I give you.  This is very important. If you follow the instructions carefully you might make a considerable sum of money.  

3. Third, we will be handing out many different forms to you.  Please do not  begin filling out or looking at those forms until I ask you to do so.  

4. Fourth, you will receive a number of envelopes with money or blank sheets of paper.  Please do not  open them until I ask you to.  

5. Finally, you just received  a card with an ID number on it.  Please turn it upside down.  Do not show that number to anyone else except myself or one of my assistants.

Now, let me tell you a little about this research project.  We are interested in the ways in which people make different decisions about money.  We are going to ask you to make decisions about money.  Some decisions will involve only yourself.  Some other  decisions will involve you and other people in this room.  And some other decisions will involve you and people from other places.  

This is an international project involving the Institute of Sociology of the Russian Academy of Sciences and researchers from different Universities around the world.  Many people in other parts of the Russian Federation and in other countries  have already participated in similar kinds of decision tasks.

I am conducting this research project on behalf of the Institute of Sociology.  Several people are helping me with this research from different Universities.  Sitting over there is Richard and he will keep track of all of the papers.  Standing over there is “Sam” and he will pass out materials that you will use.

You will participate in a number of different tasks.  You will receive different papers for each task.  In almost all of these tasks, you will decide how to allocate money.   The money you allocate to yourself will be yours to keep.  At several points we will ask you to predict what you think another person might allocate to you.  You will not know  what that other person has decided.  We would like your best guess.  This is not a test, we only want to know your opinion.  

Do you have any questions?

<If there are questions, refer to the sheet.  Most questions will be answered by stating that full instructions will be given later.>

Task 1 – Short Survey

First we would like you to answer a few questions about your background.  Sam will come around to each of you and hand you a sheet of paper and a pen.  The first thing you will need to do is to copy the ID number on the card you were given to the upper right corner of the piece of paper.  Next, please read each item and circle your answer.  Please circle only one answer to each question.  When you are finished, turn the paper over and put the pen on top.  When everyone is finished, we will pick up the sheet of paper.  When Same comes to pick up the paper, please show him the ID card that we gave you.

<Sam hands SQ-1.  Once filled out, Sam collects each one and checks to make certain that the Respondent’s ID number is correctly written in the upper right corner.  If not, point it out to them and make them enter it properly.  Items are stored in a manila envelope as they are collected.  The envelope is marked “SQ-1 -- SHORT QUEX,” and has the date and group number written on it.>

Task 2 – DG 1

Your first task is to decide how to allocate a sum of money between yourself and someone else in <Tatarstan/Yakutia>.  You are going to receive 2 envelopes, 10 ten-ruble notes, and 10 blank strips of paper.  You will be deciding how to allocate the money and the slips of paper between yourself and another person. To ensure your privacy, we will also put a screen on the table and that is a place in which you can do your work.  Remember, please keep your decisions private.  Please put your ID card inside the screen and turned up so that Sam can see it.

<Screens are handed out and set up.  Sam gives each respondent an envelope marked “KEEP,” an envelope marked  “SEND,” 10 10-ruble notes, and 10 blank pieces of paper.>

You will see that there are two envelopes.  One is labeled “keep” and the other is labeled “send.”  I want you to put 10 bills and/or slips of paper in the envelope labeled “keep” and the remaining 10 in the envelope labeled “send.”  You will keep whatever you put in the “keep” envelope.  Whatever is put into the “send” envelope will be given to another person living in this Republic.  You may allocate the money and slips of paper in any way that you please.  Please take a look at your materials.

<pause for a little bit>

Let me give you some examples.  Remember, you can do whatever you wish.  For example, you could put 7 of the ten-ruble bills and 3 blank slips of paper in your “keep” envelope.  In the “send” envelope you would then put 3 ten ruble bills and 7 blank slips of blank paper.  Or,  you could decide to put 3 ten-ruble notes in your “keep” envelope, with 7 blank slips of paper.  You would then put 7 10-ruble notes in the “send” envelope, with 3 blank slips of paper.  You can do anything you wish.  Just remember that each envelope must have 10 things in it.  It may have any combination of bills and paper slips.  Also keep in mind that whatever you put in the “send” envelope will be given to someone else in <Tatarstan/Yakutia>.

The first thing I want you to do is to write you ID number in the upper right corner of the “send” envelope.  Please decide how to allocate the money.  When you are done, seal the “send” envelope and Sam will come around and pick it up.  You may put the “keep” envelope beside you on the table.  It is yours to keep.  Please begin.  If you have any questions, please raise your hand and I will try to answer your question in private.

<Wait until everyone is finished.  Sam  picks up the “SEND”  envelope from each respondent.  While doing so, Sam makes certain the subject’s ID is in the upper right corner of the envelope.  If not, have them do so properly.  Once all of the envelopes have been picked up, they should be put into a manila envelope – this should be labeled D-1, along with the group number and date.>

DG 2

Now we can begin the next task.  This task is very similar to the task you just completed.  You will again receive two envelopes, 10 ten-ruble notes and 10 blank slips of paper.  One envelope will be labeled “keep” and the other envelope will be labeled “send.”  We will ask you to decide how to allocate that money between yourself and someone else who lives in another region in the Russian Federation.  We are conducting this project in other places and we will be handing out your “send” envelope to someone else.

<Sam hands each respondent a “KEEP” envelope, a “SEND” envelope, 10 10-ruble notes, and 10 blank slips of paper.>.

You can take a look at the material.  It is identical to what you just used.  First, please write your ID number in the upper right corner of the “send” envelope.  Please make your decision.  Remember, put 10 items in each envelope.  You may put in any combination of money and blank slips of paper in each one.  The “send” envelope will be given to another person in a different region.  The “keep” envelope is yours to keep.  When you are done, the “send” envelopes will be collected.

<When everyone is finished,  Sam picks up the “SEND” envelope. While doing so, Sam makes certain that  the subject’s ID in the upper right corner of the envelope is correct.  Once all of the envelopes have been picked up, they should be put into a manila envelope labeled D-2, with group number and date on it.>

DG 3.

The next task is very different.  Now you are going to receive an envelope from someone else in <Tatarstan/Yakutia> who has performed the same task that you just completed.  You will keep the contents of the envelope.  However, I will ask you NOT to  open the envelope until we are finished here today.  Please do not open the envelope. If you do, I will ask you to leave.   You can pick up the envelope and look at it.  Sam will now give you an envelope and a sheet of paper.

<Sam gives each respondent two things, an envelope and form D-3. The envelope is labeled “send” just like the envelopes that were picked up in the two earlier decisions.  Each envelope should have a large label on it, listing traits of the person who sent it.  There will be a sender number in the upper left  corner.  This sender number indicates which sender characteristics are listed on the envelope.  Form D-3 asks respondent to predict how much is in the envelope.>

Now that you have the materials, I would like you to do three things.  First, you need to write your ID number in the upper right corner of the sheet.  Second, I would like you to read the information about the other person that is on the envelope you just received.  On the sheet of paper you will see similar statements.  On that sheet of paper, please circle the characteristics of the other person as they appear on the envelope.  Then, I would like you to predict how many rubles you think the other person left in the envelope.  Just give us your best guess.  Please check one box.

Do you have any questions?  If so, I will come around and answer them individually. Once you have finished filling out your sheet of paper, it will be collected and you will have to wait until everyone else is ready.  You may keep your envelope, but please do not open it.  

<Sam picks up Form D-3  from each respondent, make certain the ID of the predictor is in the upper right corner.  Sam checks that each respondent circled the correct  information on the prediction sheet and checked only one answer in predicting the amount in the envelope.  Put the prediction sheets in manila envelope D-3, with group number and date.>

DG 4

The next task is very similar to the last one.  Again you will receive an envelope and a sheet of paper.  Once again I will ask you to copy the information about the sender from the envelope onto the sheet.  And I will also ask you to predict how much money is in the envelope.  The person who sent this envelope is from a different region in the Russian Federation.  That person carried out the same kind of task that you did earlier.  

When you get the envelope and the sheet of paper, please take a look at the envelope and then wait.  Do not open the envelope.

<Sam hands each respondent an envelope marked “send” and form D-4.   Each envelope has  a large label with individual sender characteristics on it.  There will be a sender number in the upper left corner.  This sender number indicates the characteristics of the sender.  Form D-4 lists possible sender characteristics and asks respondent to circle how much he/she thinks is in the envelope.  Sam writes the sender number from the envelope on a space provided on form D-4.>

You may now begin.  First, write your ID number on the upper right corner of the sheet. On the form, please circle the traits of the sender as listed on the envelope.  Once you are done you should predict (guess) how much money you think is in the envelope.  Please check ONE box.  When you are finished we will collect the sheet and you may keep the envelope.  If you have any questions, please raise your hand and I will try to answer them.

<Sam picks up form D-4 and makes certain the respondent ID is written in the upper right corner.  Sam also  checks to make certain respondents  have circled the proper information on the prediction sheet and have made only ONE prediction.  Put these forms in a manila envelope D-4, with group number and date on it.>

DG 5

This next task is a little bit different.  You will now receive two envelopes.  The envelopes were filled by people who made the same kind of decision that you made earlier.  They had to decide how to allocate 10 ten ruble notes between themselves and someone else.  You will not know anything about those people.  However, you will see their pictures.  Do not open either of the envelopes.  You will be asked to choose one of the envelopes to keep, and to give the other envelope back.  Once you have chosen an envelope you will receive a sheet of paper to predict the amount you think is in the envelope you have kept.

<Sam passes out the paired envelopes. The envelopes have SEND on them and an ID number in the upper right corner.  These envelopes will look exactly like the envelopes in Dictator Games 1-4, except that a picture is attached. >
Please look at the envelopes (and the pictures).  Please choose the envelope that you want to keep.  Sam will come around with a folder.  Please put the envelope you do not want in the folder.  Once you have dropped the envelope in the folder, you cannot change your mind.  

<Sam goes around the room and collects the “discards” and passes out a form D-5.>

Please fill out the sheet.  First, please write your ID number in the upper right corner.  Second, copy the number from the upper right corner of the envelope you kept into the space marked “Sender”.  Please check one box predicting the amount of money you think is in the envelope.  When you are done the sheet will be collected and you will be able to keep the envelope.  Do not open the envelope now.  Please put it on your stack.  You will be able to open it later.

<Sam goes around and collects form D-5. Sam checks that the Respondent entered the correct sender number from the envelope onto form D-5. Sam makes certain that respondents checked only one answer in making their prediction of the amount in the envelope.  Sam checks that the Respondent’s ID number is written in the upper right corner of D-5.  D-5 forms are placed in a manila envelope with group number, date and D-5 on it.>

Task – TR 1

We are now switching to a different task.  In this task we will ask you to decide with someone else in the room about how to allocate money. You will be matched with another person in this room, but you will not know who that person is.  And that person will not know who you are.   One person will decide first, and then the other will make a second decision.  

In order to determine who makes the first decision and who makes the second decision, Sam will walk around and ask each of you to pick a chip from his bag, without looking into the bag.  Please do not let other people see your chip.  People who receive a blue chip will make the first decision and people who receive a white chip will make the second decision. 

<These chips should be displayed and then dropped into a non-transparent bag and shaken up.>

<Sam wanders around with the bag of poker chips and has each individual draw one without looking into the bag.  Respondents should keep their chip hidden from other participants, and put it in a prominent place in their box/screen so that Sam can see it.   

Now we are going to pass out some other materials.  Please pay very careful attention to the instructions.  It is important that those who make the first choice – people with blue chips --  understand what those who make second choice –people with white chips -- will be doing.  It is also important that people who make the second choice know what those who are making the first choice are doing.  If you listen carefully, you can make a considerable sum of money.

If you have a blue chip, you will be making the first decision. You will receive two envelopes, a sheet of paper, 10 blank slips of paper and 10 ten-ruble notes.  One envelope is labeled “keep” and the other envelope is labeled “send.”  As with the decisions you made earlier today, you will put a mix of 10 pieces of paper and/or 10-ruble bills into each envelope.  The envelope marked “keep” will be the money you will keep.  The envelope marked “send” will be sent to another person in this room—someone with a white chip.  

There is a big difference between this task and the task you have already completed.  The amount you put in the “send” envelope will be tripled and then given to the person in this room with whom you have been matched.  That person will decide how much to keep and how much to send back to you.  For example, if you put 0 rubles in the “send” envelope, then 0 rubles will be sent to the other person.   However, if you put 100 rubles in the envelope, 300 rubles will be sent to the person.  The other person would then decide how much to return to you.

If you have a white chip, you will be making the second decision.  You will receive two envelopes, a sheet of paper and 20 blank slips of paper. One envelope is labeled “keep” and the other is labeled “send.”   You will be told what to do with these envelopes in a minute.  Eventually you will receive an envelope from someone else and if there is any money in it, it will have been tripled. When you receive that envelope you may take out the money. 

You will then decide how much to put back in the “send” envelope and how much to put in the “keep” envelope.  The “keep” envelope is for you.  Whatever you decide to put into it is yours to keep.  Once you are finished, the “send” envelope will be returned to the first decision maker with whom you are matched.  Neither of you will know who the other person is.

Are there any questions?  If you have a question, raise your hand and I will try to answer it while the materials are being passed out.

<Sam passes out to BLUE CHIPS:  a “KEEP” envelope, a “SEND” envelope, form T-11, 10 10-ruble notes, and 10 blank slips of paper.  

Sam passes out to WHITE CHIPS:  a KEEP envelope, a SEND envelope, form T12, and 20 blank strips of paper.>

Now those who make the first decision – people with blue chips – should decide how to allocate the money.  The first thing you should do is write your ID number in the upper right corner of the “send” envelope.  You can divide the money in any way you please.  Please be certain that there are 10 pieces of paper and/or 10-ruble bills in each envelope.  

People with white chips need to first write the number 0000 in the upper right corner of your “send” envelope.  Next you need to count out 10 slips of blank paper and put that paper in the “send” envelope.  When you are done, the envelopes will be collected.

<Sam collects the envelopes, being careful not to  show them around.  If respondent has a blue chip, Sam makes certain the respondent’s ID is written in the upper right corner of the envelope.  If respondent has a white chip, Sam makes certain the number 0000 is written in the upper right corner of the envelope.  Sam hands the envelopes to Rick who will record the information and who will triple the amounts in the envelopes.  Those envelopes will be shuffled.  The stack of blank envelopes will not need to be shuffled.>

While you are waiting for the money in the envelopes to be tripled, I would like you to take the sheet of paper and fill it in. In the upper right corner please write your ID.  If you have a blue chip please write on the sheet how much you put into the “send” envelope and then write down how much you predict the other person with whom you have been matched will send back to you.  If you have a white chip, please circle the amount that you think you will receive from the person making the first decision.

< Sam picks up Forms T-11 and T-12.  Sam then passes out: “tripled” envelopes to people with white chips.  

Sam gives respondents with blue chips a “send” envelope with 0000 in the upper right corner. >  

Everyone now needs to write their ID number the bottom right corner of the “send” envelope you were just given.  Now I will ask people with white chips to open the “send” envelope they just received.  Please take out the money.  I will now ask you to decide how to allocate the money between your “keep” envelope and the “send” envelope.  Whatever you put in your “keep” envelope you will keep.  Whatever you put in the “send” envelope will be returned to the other person and they will keep that money. 

If you have a blue chip, please open the blank envelope and take out the slips of paper.  Put the envelope and slips over to the side.  When everyone is ready the “send” envelopes will be picked up.  

<Sam now retrieves the envelopes from everyone.  Make certain the ID numbers are written correctly in the lower right corner.  Pick up “send” envelopes and return them to Rick.  He quickly counts and records what is returned.  Then these envelopes are passed back to the appropriate people.  The ID in the upper right corner of the envelope goes to people with blue chips – their ID must match.  The 0000 envelopes go back to the people with white chips.>

Please do not open your envelopes.  Put them to the side.

TR 2

Now we are going to a very similar task.  However, we are going to collect your chips, mix them up and have you choose again.  Some of you will again get blue chips and make the first decision.  Some of you will again get white chips and make the second decision.  But many of you will get chips different from what you picked before.  As well, we will match each of you with different people in this room.  You are unlikely to be matched with the same person.

<Sam wanders around with a bag of poker chips and has each individual draw – they should put their chips in a prominent place in their box/screen where they are making decisions.>

Now we will pass out the materials.  These materials are just like the ones from the last task.  

Those who make the first decision – people with blue chips -- will receive two envelopes, a sheet of paper, 10 blank slips of paper and 10 ten-ruble notes.  One envelope is labeled “keep” and the other envelope is labeled “send.”  As with the last task, you will put a mix of 10 pieces of paper and/or bills into each envelope.  The envelope marked “keep” will be the money you will keep.  The envelope marked “send” will be sent to another person in this room.  

Whatever you put in the “send” envelope will be tripled and then given to the person in this room with whom you have been matched. 

If you have a white chip, you will make the second decision.  You will receive two envelopes, a sheet of paper and 20 blank slips of paper. One of envelope is marked “keep” and the other is marked “send.” You will be told what to do with these envelopes in a minute.  Eventually you will receive an envelope from someone else and if there is any money in it, it will have been tripled. When you receive that envelope you may take out the money. 
You will then decide how much to put back in the “send” envelope and how much to put in the “keep” envelope.  The “keep” envelope is for you.  Whatever you decide to put into it is yours to keep.  Once you are finished, the “send” envelope will be returned to the first decision maker with whom you are matched.  Neither of you will know who the other person is.

Are there any questions?  If you have a question, raise your hand and I will try to answer it while the materials are being passed out.

<Sam passes out to BLUE CHIPS:  a “KEEP” envelope, a “SEND” envelope, form T-11, 10 10-ruble notes, and 10 blank slips of paper.  

Sam passes out to WHITE CHIPS:  a KEEP envelope, a SEND envelope, form T12, and 20 blank strips of paper.>

Now those who make the first decision – people with blue chips -- must write your ID number in the upper right corner of the “send” envelope. Once you have done that you can decide how to allocate the money.  You can do whatever you please.  Make certain that there are 10 pieces of paper and/or bills in each envelope.  Those with white chips should write the number 0000 in the upper right corner of the “send” envelope.  Next you need to count out 10 slips of blank paper and put that paper in the “send”  envelope.  When you are done the envelopes will be collected.

<Sam collects the “send” envelopes.  Sam makes certain the ID of the blue chip people is in the upper right corner of the envelope and the number 0000 is in the upper right corner of envelopes from the white chip people.  Hand the envelopes to Rick who will record the information and who will triple the amounts in the envelopes.  Those envelopes will be shuffled.  The stack of blank envelopes will not need to be shuffled.>

While you are waiting for the money in the envelopes to be tripled, I would like you to take the sheet of paper and fill it in.  First, write your ID number I the upper right corner of the slip of paper.  If you have a blue chip please write on the sheet how much you put into the “send” envelope and then write down how much you predict the other person with whom you have been matched will send back to you.  If you have a white chip, please circle the amount that you think you will receive from the person making the first decision.

<Sam picks up forms T21 and T22. Make certain their ID numbers have been recorded.   Sam then gives people with white chips a “send” envelope and gives people with blue chips a “send” envelope with 0000 written in the upper right corner.>  

Everyone now needs to write their ID number the bottom right corner of the “send” envelope you were just given.  Now it is time for people with white chips to open the “send” envelope.  Please take out the money.  You should now allocate the money between your “keep” envelope and the “send” envelope.  Whatever you put in your “keep” envelope you will keep.  Whatever you put in the “send” envelope will be returned to the other person and that person will  keep that money. If you have a blue chip, please open the “send”  envelope, take out the slips of paper, count them, and then put them back into the envelope.  Put the envelope and slips over to the side.  When everyone is ready the “send” envelopes will be picked up.

<Sam now retrieves “send” envelopes.  Make certain that the correct IDs are written at the bottom right corner.  He returns them to Rick.  Rick He quickly counts and records what is returned.  Then Sam hands envelopes with an ID number in the upper right corner back to the blue-chip person with that ID number.  Sam hands people with white chips an envelope with 0000.  At this point Same should collect the chips.>

Please do not open your envelopes.  Put them to the side.

Task – RG

In this task you will not be making money allocations for you and other people.  Instead you will be making a series of choices that matter only for yourself.

In this task you will be asked to write down the number of chips you are willing to draw from a bag.  In the first decision there will be 20 chips.  Of those, 19 will be white and 1 will be red.  For every white chip that is drawn, you will receive 10 rubles.  You will draw one chip at a time and keep it beside you.  If the red chip is drawn, then you will stop drawing and all of your earnings for this decision will be taken away.  Before you begin drawing you will have to write down the number of draws you are willing to make.  Once you have done so, then you will have to make that number of draws.  

Before you start, Sam is going to hand out sheets telling you how much you can earn for each white chip that you draw.  There will also be a second sheet that asks you a few questions.  Please do not write on these sheets until I tell you to do so.

<Sam hands out Form RP-1 and Form RA-1.  >

If you will look at the earnings sheet you can see all of the options that are possible.  Suppose someone drew 3 white chips and no red chip, what would they earn?  If you look at your payoff sheet you can look at the row with 3 white chips and see the earnings.  <Have someone volunteer an answer.>  Now suppose someone drew 17 white chips and no red chip.  How much would they earn?  <Again, ask someone to volunteer an answer.>  Does anyone have a question about how to read the earnings sheet?

Before we start, please look at the other sheet you just received and write your ID number in the upper right corner. That sheet has three questions.  First, please tell us how many chips you think most people will decide to draw. You may not know, but take a guess.  Second, please write down how much those people would earn if they drew that number of white chips and no red chip.  Third, please write down how much those people would earn if they drew a red chip.   Sam will now pick those sheets and give you another form.

<Sam picks up Form RA-1, marking respondent’s ID number in the upper right corner.  Sam also passes out Form RG-1.>

Now that you have your decision sheets, please write your ID number in the upper right corner.  Next, I want you to think very carefully about your decision.  First, please write down how many chips you want to draw from the bag.  You will have to draw exactly that many and you will not get to change your mind.  Second, please indicate how much you will earn if you make your draws from the bag and you draw only white chips.  You should use your earnings sheet to double check your answer. Third, please write down how much you will earn if you draw the red chip.

Are there any questions?  If not, please write down how many chips you will draw.  Once you are done, Sam will collect your choices.

<Sam collects Form RG-1, and checks that the respondent’s ID number is written in the top right corner.  Sam checks to see that respondents have filled out Form RG-1 correctly.  Sam leaves the earnings sheet (RP-1).   Once everything has been collected, Sam passes out Forms RP-2 and RG-2.>

I will ask you to make a second decision about how many chips to draw.  This time, however, there are 15 white chips and 5 red chips in a second bag.  The earnings sheet is similar to the first one you looked at.  The earnings, however, have changed.  For every white chip you draw now, you will receive 25 rubles.  However, if you draw a red chip you will get nothing for this decision.  Once again, you are going to decide how many draws you want to make.  You will write these draws down on the decision form.

Are there any questions?  Keep in mind that this time there are only 15 white chips and there are 5 red chips.  Are there any questions?

Please write your ID number in the upper right corner.  Next, write down the number of chips you will draw from the bag.  You will not get to change your mind.  Second, write down how much you will earn if you draw that number of white chips.  Third, write down what your total earnings for this decision would be if  you draw a red chip.  When you are done Sam will collect the forms.

<Sam collects Form RG-2, checking the respondent’s ID in the upper right corner.  Sam checks to make sure that respondents have filled out the form correctly, and asks them to correct it if they have not.  Sam leaves the earnings sheet (RP-2).> 

Task Ultimatum Game 1

You are not going to draw any chips just yet.  Instead we are going to turn to a different task.  I am going to ask you to pick a chip.  Once again you will be matched with someone else in this room.  You will not know who that other person is and the other person will not know who you are.  
It is important that everyone listen to the instructions, no matter whether you have a blue chip or a white chip.  This task is different from the others.  In this task people with a blue chip propose an allocation of money to someone else in the room with a white chip.  People with a white chip will decide whether to accept or reject the proposed allocation.  This will be explained as soon as you draw your chip.  Remember to keep your chip hidden from the other people in this room.

<Sam can let people pull out a  chip now.>

Now that everyone has chips, you will receive  a sheet of paper.  On that sheet of paper you will mark your decisions.  

<Sam hands out forms U-11 to people with blue chips  and U-12 to people with white chips. >

If you have a blue chip, you can propose any one of the 7 allocations listed on the sheet.  These are the only allocations from which you can choose.  People with white chips can see the same set of allocations on their sheet.  People with blue chips will propose an allocation.  If the other person with whom you are matched accepts that allocation, then both of you get that money as proposed.  If the other person rejects the proposed allocation, then neither of you get any money for this decision.

People with white chips have to look at every allocation and decide whether or not to accept that allocation.  This means you have 7 decisions.  This is because you will not know what the person with the blue chip is deciding.  So, for every allocation you have to tell us whether you will accept or reject it.  If you mark that you will accept an allocation and it is proposed by the other person, then you will be paid the amount that was proposed.  If you reject that allocation and it is proposed, then both you and the other person will get no money.

Once you are finished with your decisions, we will collect the forms.  They will be matched with another person.  Money (or slips of blank paper) will be put in your envelope and you will be told whether the allocation was accepted or rejected.

First, everyone should write their ID number in the upper right corner.  People with blue chips can now make their allocation decision and people with white chips can now make their decisions about whether they will accept or reject each allocation.  If you have any questions, please raise your hand. I will try to answer them.  When everyone is finished your sheets will be collected.

<Sam  collects forms U-11 and U-12, making sure that respondent’s ID is listed on the upper right hand corner.  For U-11, from blue chip people,  should have only one allocation circled.  Form U-12, from white chip people, should have one answer circled Accept/Reject) for each of the 7 possible allocations .  Sam gives the forms to Rick, who will do the matching and stuff envelopes.  Each envelope will have cash or some slips of paper.  As well, there will be a slip of paper announcing whether the allocation was accepted or rejected.  Sam will pass out the envelopes that will be marked in the upper right with the ID of the subject. This task takes some time.  While waiting, return to the RISK task.>

While you are waiting for the decisions to be matched, we will return to the decisions you made concerning how many chips you wanted to draw from the bag.  This will done one at a time with each person.  Everyone can watch and you will get your chance very soon.  We will begin with the first bag.  It is empty.  Here are 19 white chips and 1 red chip.  I will drop them into the bag and then shake the bag.

<Make certain that everyone can observe the first bag and the fact that there are 19 white chips and 1 red chip.  Sam  picks up the first decision (Form RG-1) sheet for the first individual and asks them to announce the number of draws that they have agreed to make.  Make them draw one at a time.  If a red chip is drawn, they get zero.  If all white chips, then they get their money counted out to them right there.   Their decision card is stuffed into a manila envelope with the group, etc. on the outside, marked RISK. Once everyone has had their chance, then return to the UG task.>

Your payments from the last task are being returned to you in envelopes.  Please do not open them, but put them to the side.

UG 2

In this task we will switch your roles.  Now people with white chips will make the allocation decision and people with blue chips will make decisions about accepting or rejecting the different possible allocations.  You will be matched with a different person in this task.  In case you weren’t paying enough attention in the last task, I’ll remind you what you get to do after the decision sheets are passed out.

<Sam passes out Forms U-21 to people with white chips  and U-22 to people with blue chips.>

First, please write your ID in the upper right corner of your decision sheet.  People with white chips now can propose any one of 7 allocations.  These are printed on the sheet.  These are the only allocations from which you can choose.  People with blue chips can see the same set of allocations on their sheet.  People with white chips will check the allocation that they propose.  If that allocation is accepted then you and the person with whom you are matched with get that money.  If the allocation is rejected, then you and the other person get no money for this decision.

People with blue chips now have to look at every allocation and decide whether to accept  that allocation.  This means you have 7 decisions.  This is because you will not know what the person with the white chip is deciding.  So, for every allocation you have to tell us whether you will accept or reject it.  If you mark that you will accept an allocation and it is proposed by the other person, then you will be paid the amount that was proposed.  If you reject that allocation and it is proposed, then both you and the other person will get no money.

You may now make your decisions by marking the sheets.  Once the sheets are collected, everyone will be matched and then you will receive an envelope giving you the results.

<Sam collects the sheets, makes certain that the IDs are correctly marked, and gives them to Rick.>

While you are waiting for the decisions to be matched, we will return to the second decision you made concerning how many chips you wanted to draw from the bag. I am now going to show you the second bag.  There are 15 white chips and 5 red chips.  I will drop them into the empty bag and shake the bag.

<Same as before.  Sam takes the second decision sheet for everyone and goes to them one at a time.  They make their draws.  If a red chip turns up, they get nothing and the draws are stopped.  Otherwise the draws continue until they have drawn their allotment.  They are paid accordingly in person.>

< Rick does the matching and stuffs the envelopes.  Each envelope will have cash or some slips of paper.  As well, there will be a slip of paper announcing whether the allocation was accepted or rejected.  Sam passes out the envelopes, matching them  to each respondent by respondent’s ID number marked in  the upper right corner.>
Your payment from the last task is being returned to you in an envelope.  Please do not open it, but put it over to the side.
